A bio(graphy) is not necessarily a work resumé. It can 
include as much or as little personal information as you 
want it to. It can include your exhibition history, major 
landmarks in your creative endeavors, training & 
education in art, art organization affiliations, art goals, 
even a funny or touching story connected to your career 
as an artist. 
 

Be as creative as you want to. Be brief and keep it 
understandable.
